Introduction

Located just 480 miles south of Miami lie the enchanting
Cayman Islands.

The Location

Rum Point Drive is an exclusive residential area which boasts
the wonderful combination of a reef protected oceanfront,
pristine white sandy beaches and turquoise blue waters,
being close to some of Grand Cayman’s best restaurants
and bars and George Town with the airport just forty five
minutes away.

The Property

Villa Zara was designed by well renowned Caribbean
architects Chalmers Gibbs Martin Joseph and built to the
highest standards. Completed in the year 2000 the
property is constructed of concrete, with a Spanish tile roof.

Sitting on an approximately 1 acre site the property is
approached via a gated driveway with garage and
gatehouse situated either side of the entrance and is
surrounded by lush lawns and tropical planting. The house
sits high on a natural beach ridge commanding stunning
views of the Caribbean sea and the surrounding bay. The
beachside of the property comprises a large patio with
infinity edge pool, dual gazebos and bar/entertaining area.
The beach is reef protected and offers access to a number of
sandy bottomed natural bathing pools together with superb
snorkeling along the reef.

The Accommodation

The main residence is approximately 6,000 square feet in
area and upon entering through the main doors, the
stunning views across the patio and sea beyond are of
immediate impact. All floors are laid with marble including
feature mosaic designs to the entrance hall. The living and
dining areas all command views over the beach and
Caribbean sea. All ceilings are overheight and feature
decorative coving, cornices and ceiling roses. Furnished
throughout in mainly French antique style, this property is
truly a luxurious residence.
